NEW ILLINOIS CARBON MONOXIDE LAW AFFECTS HOMES AND APARTMENT BUILDINGS

On January 1, a new state law goes into effect that requires every dwelling unit be equipped with at least one
approved carbon monoxide alarm within 15 feet of every room used for sleeping purposes.

These alarms can be battery powered, have a cord that plugs into an electrical outlet, or be directly wired into the
electrical system. Alarms that plug in or are directly connected to the electrical system must have a battery backup.

The carbon monoxide alarm may be combined with smoke detecting devices provided that the combined unit
emits an alarm in a manner that clearly differentiates a smoke alarm from a carbon monoxide alarm.

It is the responsibility of the owner of a structure to supply and install all required alarms. It is the responsibility of
an apartment tenant to test and to provide general maintenance for the alarms within their dwelling unit or rooming unit.
The tenant must notify the owner, or the authorized agent of the owner, in writing of any deficiencies in the alarm that the
tenant cannot correct.

Riverdale e-Village

The Village of Riverdale is committed to providing leading edge 21 Century opportunities for its residents. Using
a Congestion Mitigation Air Quality grant, the Village has embarked on a new and exciting project called the “Riverdale e-
Village”.

Some of the advantages for residents include: distance education and skills training; e-government; and e-
commerce. The primary goal of the Riverdale e-Village is to help local organizations and residents become more effective
users of broadband telecommunications so as to improve economic opportunity and provide non-automotive access to
needed services and information crucial to a good quality of life. Village offices as well as the Library, Park Districts, and
School Districts will all be encouraged to create and utilize the networks’ resources as members of the e-Village for the
benefit of the Village.

The Riverdale e-Village will be located in the Resource Center, 13725 Wabash, and share space with the Village’'s
social services information and referral programs. More specifically, the facility will contain the following:

High bandwidth network services



A Wi Fi hot spot covering certain residential and commercial neighborhoods

Public access computers for information research and communications

Public access kiosks for drop—in internet access and self registration with a variety of governmental agencies

Facilities to accommodate video conferences and multi-media presentations

Prlvate offices are available on a time shared basis for use by local businesses, entrepreneurs, government and
corporate telecommuters.

The Riverdale e-Village implementation is proceeding with full scale operations to commence in or about
February, 2007. The success of the Riverdale e-Village will depend on its use by the residents and businesses of the
Village and south Suburbs providing content, co-sponsoring events at the facility and partnering on new programs. We
look forward to your participation in the journey.

POLICE HONORS

PET TAGS ARE DUE IN JANUARY

Applications were mailed recently. All cats and dogs must be tagged with a Village tag and a current rabies tag.
Village tags are $8.00 per animal, with a limit of 3 pets per household. Should your animal be picked up as a stray, the
Village will impound the animal, and the owner must pay a $75.00 service charge plus boarding fees in order to retrieve
your pet. Other tickets may be issued for non-compliance with the leash law. If you do not receive an application, or have
a new pet, please stop by Village hall to register your pet.

PROPERTY MAINTENANCE
During the winter season, the following are tips to help you conserve energy and maintain your property:
Change furnace filters.
Clean humidifiers.
Reverse ceiling fans to blow warm air from the ceiling down toward the floor.
Clean baseboard heat and air return ducts.
Change batteries in smoke alarms; install newly-required carbon monoxide detectors.
Install weather stripping on exterior doors or use bean bag “draft dodgers.”
Insulate the hot water heater. If you have an older style water heater, drain the sediment.
Lubricate garage door hinges.
Make sure water is standing in floor drain traps.
Keep portable heaters at least 3 feet away from combustible materials.
Clear snow from sidewalks, steps and fire hydrants. Remove snow and ice build-up from roof.
Insulate dog houses with cedar chips. Provide for wild birds with suet and seeds.
